Typical trajectory of RPM sessions: (child is unlikely to get through every stage in one session):

- We identify open learning channels (visual, auditory, kinsethetic, tactical  ) by looking at the self-stimulatory (flapping, rocking, yelling, etc) behavior

-We teach academic content that is age appropriate (We do not assume knowledge, but competence. We do not assume your child knows how to read, we work up to these things. We teach them things.)

Basics of progression of responses- student (Each student is different and so many not do a number of these stages or may do some different stages. This is just a basic idea):

-Child picks from 2 choices (written on paper)

-Child picks from up to 3-5 choices (written on paper)

-Child picks from 2 choices on a rolled up letterboard or stencil (and spells the word)

-Child picks from a side of a rolled up letterboard or stencil

-Child picks a stencil or side of the rolled up letterboard, then picks a letter to eventually form a spontaneous word- showing her capacity for independent thought.

-Child spells/communicates a spontaneous response or spells a thought on a full (display of A-Z) letterboard (one word, then phrase, then full sentence)

-Child spells with the letterboard flat on a table

-Child transfers skills to a device such as a keyboard, or ipad, etc to spell out thoughts

-Child transfers skills to handwriting or speaking

*Time it takes to get through these stages varies for each individual, depending on ability of person(s) working with them to identify open learning channels, connect with them, etc. Also child's motivation, motor skills, etc. (some it takes 2 weeks to spell on a full letterboard and sometimes 4 years, for example.) The time it takes is not an indication of your child's intelligence.
